FALL 2005 Workshops for ESL/LINC Teachers
Workshop Descriptors—Thursday October 20, 2005

Keynote Speaker (6:00-6:45 p.m.): BRIAN MORGAN, Associate Professor, York University

LEARNING HOW TO READ CRITICALLY— FROM STUDENTS
Brian Morgan’s areas of specialization are critical applied linguistics, community-based adult ESL, culture and identity in language
learning, language teacher education, and critical media literacies/multiliteracies in ELT. He is the author of The ESL classroom:

Teaching, critical practice, and community development (University of Toronto Press, 1998).

WORKSHOPS: 7:00 - 8:30

1. Employment Challenges and Solutions for Newcomers — Ishwar Harjani, India Rainbow Job Search Centre
After this session, teachers will have a better idea of obstacles that newcomers face and how to guide them in an
appropriate direction by providing them with quality information and referrals. This interactive session will discuss FAQs
that teachers often get from the students who are seeking employment.

2. The Magic of Stories (3-5) - Vicky Khatib, Toronto Catholic District School Board

This workshop focuses on creating lesson plans using stories. The presenter will share two stories with complete lesson
plans based on the multi-method teaching technique: controlled story telling and writing based on childhood memories.
Participants will also be writing their own stories.

3. Gesture and Pronunciation— Kathryn Brillinger, Conestoga College

Recent studies reveal that effective teachers unconsciously use gesture to reinforce teaching points. ESL teachers can
harness the five types of gesture and use them to help their learners. This workshop will describe the importance of
gesture to language acquisition and use. It will also demonstrate techniques for teaching pronunciation.

4. Classroom Challenges: Lessons to Be Learned — Marta Lee, Curriculum Facilitator for Halton and Peel

We ESL teachers are in the "people business" -- rewarding, but oh, so complicated...

Bring your most difficult teaching challenge -- pedagogical, cultural, or interpersonal -- to this discussion session. Many
heads are better than one, and you're sure to leave this session with a new approach to your problem, turning it into an
opportunity for professional growth.

Note: The direction of this workshop will be determined by the nature of the issues presented by the participants. The
facilitator will keep things organized, but intensive audience participation is expected.

5. ESL Through the Arts and in Connection with Nature— Susan Allen, Me and My Shadows; George Brown

College

Susan Allen will present her approach to language teaching, based on the need for students to use English in a more
holistic, active way, in collaboration with other students and in connection with the local cultural and natural environment.
It is also based on the belief that students have multiple ways of learning and knowing, and that ESL courses need to
address these to meet the varied and diverse needs and styles of students and teachers. It also addresses a number of
obstacles students face, provides theoretical support and shares concrete activities.

6. Communicative Activities for Lower Levels (1 - 3) - Terry Rivest, Dixie-Bloor Neighbourhood Centre

Here is a range of activities you can take back to the classroom and start using right away. Focus will be on lower levels,
with expansion ideas for higher levels. Many of these activities involve little or no prep time. Used as a planned review, a
filler at the end of the day, or to change the pace, these activities will help your students learn and have fun at the same
time!! Handouts will be provided.

7. Meditation and Mindfulness for Tranquility and a Stress-free Life— Bhante Saranapala, Westend Buddhist Centre,
Mississauga

The highlights of this presentation will be how to lead a life of no stress and tension, how to be creative in thinking, and
how to experience inner peace in daily life. In a guided meditation session, the presenter will also introduce practical
meditation techniques. Participants are encouraged to bring a meditation cushion or pillow to sit on.
